Requirements   Expectations

You will need to be ready to demonstrate your current knowledge on rank requirement first aid skills. 

• The requirement CLEARLY states that you must demonstrate CURRENT knowledge; BE PREAPRED! 

• Sign off consideration will only be given to Scouts who are able to demonstrate these first aid skills.

If you have prepared ahead of time, you will be able to successfully complete these requirements 
and requirement components during the class. 

• Time will be allotted for those Scouts who have prepared to share their work for sign off consideration

Scouts will need to prepare a home first aid kit to bring with them to class. 

• This cannot be the same as Tenderfoot Requirement #4D (they are completely different types of first aid kits). 

• Scouts NOT bringing a properly supplied first aid kit that they have assembled for home may be challenged 
in completing this requirement component during the class. 

5b 
Scouts will need to bring some sort of proof of having reviewed the troops first aid kit. 

• Scouts should consider bringing the kit with them to the class review. 

• A note from the Scoutmaster, or other registered leader should, for most counselors, provide proof. 

7b and 14c 

ONLINE CLASS:  

These requirement components will NOT be covered during the class. 

• You will need to bring proof of having worked with someone qualified to approve your completion 
• Time will be allotted for sign off consideration for any Scouts attending the class with this requirement ready 
for review.
